Rose Blanche discovers a concentration camp full
of children in the forest near her home town and
silently takes food to them for them for the remainder
of the war.

The Final Year by Matt Goodfellow

The verse novel takes place over the course of Nate's
final year at Primary school, a time of stress and change
for many students. On top of this, Nate is frequently
caring for his two younger brothers while grappling
with the changing dynamics of his friendships.
